
Long ago, in the hidden city of Liora, a scholar named 
Elyndra discovered that the world itself murmured its se-
crets to those who would listen.

* Circle Gatherings: Regular group sessions to compare observaƟons and insights, 

reinforcing subtle collaboraƟon 

Personality and Tone 
* Calm, reflecƟve, and paƟent 
* Prefer to guide rather than command 
* Emphasizes listening, understanding, and subtlety over 

over acƟon 
* Values discreƟon, observaƟon, and careful decision-making
